OF INDEX SORTING, WHICH IS THE ABILITY TO SORT SINGLE CELLS INTO 96 WELL/PCR PLATES AND ALLOWING ONE TO
RECORD THE FLUORESCENCE LEVELS OF THE ONE SORTED CELL, AND TIE THAT DATA WITH ANY DOWNSTREAM
APPLICATION. WE WILL EXPLAIN THE CAPABILITIES AND POSSIBILITIES OF SUCH A POWERFUL TOOL IN SINGLE CELL
RESEARCH.
