1. Laboratory Orientation Checklist:


· Print out the Lab Personnel/Student Safety Checklist & Training Log from EHSO website

· Set up at time with someone knowledgeable from your department who can go over the checklist with you and conduct the orientation 

2. Environmental Health and Safety (EHSO) Training (in person – email EHSO directly to register for training): http://www.hawaii.edu/ehso/
· Initial Hazardous Waste Generator Training - Kaka’ako specific (annual update online)
· Lab Safety

· Medical clearance for an N95 respirator – arrange with your department to set up a PO and make an appointment to go to Straub Occupational Health Services at 800 S. King Street, Honolulu; (808) 529-4949. Depending on your particular age and health status, you may need to obtain clearance annually, biannually, or every three years.
· After your medical evaluation, sign-up for Respiratory Protection Training, and fit testing with Tavia (tavias@hawaii.edu). Annual update for training is online, fit testing must be done in person annually, or anytime your face changes (if you gain or lose weight).
3. Biosafety Training (through Laulima, must have Hawaii.edu email address and be added to courses offered): 
· General Biosafety Training (classroom training is required initially, online refresher annually — submit online form at OVCRGE Biosafety Program website: http://manoa.hawaii.edu/ovcrge/research/biosafety_program/contact.html)
· Transportation of Biological Commodities (online training, refresher required every 2 years): http://manoa.hawaii.edu/ovcrge/research/biosafety_program/training/transport.html 
· Bloodborne Pathogens Training (initial training is in person – submit online form at OVCRGE Biosafety Program website, refresher annually): http://manoa.hawaii.edu/ovcrge/research/biosafety_program/contact.html, online 
· Biosafety Cabinets (online training, only required once): http://manoa.hawaii.edu/ovcrge/research/biosafety_program/training/index.html)
· TIBS training (https://laulima.hawaii.edu/join/tibs-permits)

4. Laboratory Animal Services (LAS) training: http://www.hawaii.edu/LAS/training.html
· Review of Regulations (submit on-line registration to LAS) Species of Animal = mouse, Procedures performed = General husbandry; breeding; weaning; sexing; anesthesia, tail bleed, cardiac puncture; IM, IP, SQ, foot-pad, and newborn pup intra-cranial inoculations; euthanasia (CO2 and cervical dislocation); harvesting tissues and organs after death. ABSL-2 & ABSL-3 labs.
· Once you pass the test, let your department know so that you can be added to your PI’s animal protocols.
· Security access form should be submitted (ask your department), and then schedule an orientation to the vivarium.
· After your orientation, register for in-person animal husbandry/procedures (RPL course) with vivarium staff (e.g., Dani, caricod@hawaii.edu) and get signed off for all required procedures (e.g., CO2 euthanasia, cervical dislocation, IP injections)
